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Bremerton Rescue Mission’s
aim is to bring the individual off the
street, or out of the camp, out of the
shelter, and into learning a new way
to live. Once we have our mobile
service up and running we’ll con-
centrate on purchasing homes that
will provide residence for the men
and women who would want to find
a new life —away from the old life.

The Mission will adopt a social
enterprise model to its recovery/
discipleship model. Believing that
business ownership and manage-
ment are possibilities for the for-
merly homeless man or woman, the
mission will work with an advisory
board of business people to launch
these businesses.

Believing in the principles of
Christian stewardship—to marshal
our time, talent and treasure for
God’s kingdom-the Mission will
work to develop a strong corps
of volunteers and financial
partners to build a network of
outreach, discipleship houses
and businesses.

Bremerton Rescue Mis-
sion will be serving in a very
honoring way with excellent
meals, showers, hygiene packs
and more in a well-lit and loving
environment with good stories,
prayer and friendships. This is why
we are investing in high end equip-
ment-shower trailer and catering
truck.

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Byrd’s Nest

“I love you all equally,” exclaimed
Gordy Byrd to some neighbors who

were walking along G Street

in the West Park neighbor-
hood of Bremerton. West
Park has seen much better
days with parts having

been condemned for newer

construction. With nearly
1,400 homeless in Kitsap
County, many, many more
are living at or near the
poverty line and many of
those are in West Park.
Gordy was diagnosed
when he was three with
cerebral palsey, polio and partial
paralysis. At eighteen Gordy was in a
group home but that didn’t last long
and Gordy was on his own living in
Section VIII housing.
No work, some drink and lots of
questions brought him to church and
the preacher asked, “Many are hurt-

ing and what are you doing to make a

difference?”

Gordy wanted to make a differ-
ence, so he started a non-profit called
Byrd’s Nest to help the homeless in
Bremerton. Since that church service
in 1989, Gordy has provided a place
to sleep for 704 people (compiled
from WA Charitable Solicitations
reports), most of whom could easily

overpower this saintly guy. He rings a

bell for Salvation Army every winter
and he serves on a suicide hotline.

Gordy’s a hero. He shows how
God’s grace can transform a life. He
loves us all equally; and so does God!
